| Someone made a study of the Bible and assumed that
fsg it contained more violence than the Koran. However,
~ he qualified himself by saying that he used a software
to search for certain words which may be taken out of
context. For example the word “Kill” appears 118 times in the KJV.
Pre-believers will always be confused by the amount of killing in the
Bible, especially the OT and Christians are seldom able to explain it.

Rich Deem, from Evidence for God website writes:

The commandment "Thou shalt not kill" is really not as general as the
King James version would indicate. The commandment actually refers
to premeditated, unjustified killing - murder. Although God ordered the
extermination of entire cities, He did so in righteous judgment on a
people whose corruption had led to extreme wickedness, including
child sacrifice. Did God destroy the righteous along with the wicked? In
an exchange with Abraham, God indicated that He would spare the
wicked to save the righteous. He demonstrated this principle by saving
righteous people from Sodom and Jericho prior to their destruction.
The charge that God indiscriminately murdered people does not hold
up to critical evaluation of the biblical texts.



What was the writer of the article in the papers trying to emphasize?
Was he trying to say that Christianity is a more violent religion?
Perhaps he overlooked the fact that all the killing was done by man
against his fellow man, since the beginning when Cain killed Abel,
mankind have been in a state of war. Whenever we hear of peace, it is
actually the time when both sides are reloading their weapons.

The Bible is a record of historical events and it doesn’t shy away from
all the killing that man do. That is why many of the Biblical heroes
come with failure modes. Adam and Eve ate the fruit, Abraham did not
fully trust God to provide an heir, David committed adultery and murder
and even Peter denied Jesus three times. The Bible states clearly: all
have sinned and fall short of the glory of God (Romans 3:23) and
THERE IS NONE RIGHTEOUS, NOT EVEN ONE (Romans 3:10).

Based on our liturgical calendar, we are actually already a few months into a
year which was new when it started on Sunday, 29" November (1* day of
Advent 2015). We have gone through the “post-New-Year” Christmas season
of hope and the excitement of epiphany; and now, we are in the pensive mood
of Lent (beginning Wednesday, 10" February) which will lead us to the Holy
Week, Easter and Pentecost. Thereafter, the year will enter a phase called
“Ordinary Time” before we usher in another New Year on Sunday, 27"
November 2016.

When people celebrate their cultural
New Years, what do they wrap their
minds around?

When Christians celebrate Advent, it is
traditionally also a period of feast days;
but more than that, our minds are
wrapped around the life of Christ. As
our moods follow the changing moods
of the ongoing Church services, we are blessed with the continuing
opportunities for meditation on the Word of God and self-introspection. Our
attention is not just on “a few days of cultural New Year festivity”.

Every Springtime (Lunar New Year), the beautiful and inspiring words of
particular hymn never fails to ring in my ears. Here is a stanza:

“What a wondrous time is spring

When all the trees are budding

The birds begin to sing

The flowers start their blooming

That’s how it is with God’s love

Once you’ve experienced it

You’ll want to sing

It’s fresh like spring

You’ll want to pass it on”

The beauty of Springtime is also well-captured by the Song of Solomon 2:11-
13.

It is a great time to celebrate the arrival of Spring, the “season of singing”
(Song v. 12) as our eyes behold the beauty of God’s creations and we bask in
the pleasures that the season brings to our senses. Every season must pass and
come around again, and the cycle of seasons spins ceaselessly. Yet, our lives
move on beyond each season that turns up in the cycle.

On Ash Wednesday, one of the lectionary \ 4 Ash
passages is from Isa. 58:1-12, which e

begins on a negative note and ends on a » 3 WedneSdaY
positive note: (First day in the 40-day season of Lent)
Verse IShout it aloud, do not hold back. Wednesday, February 10th

Raise your voice like a trumpet.
Declare to my people their rebellion and to the descendants of Jacob their sins.

Verse HT/’I@ LORD will guide you alWays;

he will satisfy your needs in a sun-scorched land and will strengthen your frame.
You will be like a well-watered garden, like a spring whose waters never fail.

Verse 12y our people will rebuild the ancient ruins and will raise up the age-old

foundations; you will be called Repairer of Broken Walls,
Restorer of Streets with Dwellings.

In the period before Easter, there was a sombre mood in the air over the
Passion of our Lord.
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When you do anything wrong, do you shout it aloud for everyone to hear for
your self-embarrassment? Yet, as a Chinese saying goes, ZLBAEK - If
paper can’t wrap fire, the truth will be out. What then is the truth about the
people’s shame?

God made His righteous demand through His servant, Isaiah, for the
truth (about the people’s phoney declarations of their faith and
contrition) to be shouted out loud without holding back. What the Prophet
spoke in his time was a warning against sin and an exhortation to repent. The
time rolled forward hundreds of years to the upcoming Passion of Christ. Do
we not recognize in us the same shame as the people in that time with their
hypocrisy, their iniquitousness and viciousness that put Christ on the Cross?
The season of Lent is a time for us to reflect on our hypocrisy. Think of how
paiseh’ it would be for us if this hypocrisy were to be shouted out loud, with a
trumpet for added assistance in case others would be so deaf as to have a
problem hearing!

Actually, God’s demand for the people’s rebellion to be shouted out loud was
not intended to shame but to draw their attention and it was less about His
eagerness to let the people know of the painful consequence than of the fact
that if only they were ready to turn from their sinfulness, the Lord would be
there ready to be their guide to help restore their land. Despite the
rebelliousness of His people, this was a generous promise.

In the hymn “How Deep The Father’s Love for us,” there is this stanza worthy
of our contrite reflection in this Lenten season:

“Behold the Man upon a cross

My guilt upon His shoulders
Ashamed, I hear my mocking voice
Call out among the scoffers

“It was my sin that held Him there
Until it was accomplished

His dying breath has brought me life
I know that it is finished”

our guide who will be with us forever
(John 14:16), and the Holy Spirit will teach us all things and remind us of
everything He had said to us. (John 14:26)

Great thanks never enough for God’s supreme grace! We don’t deserve on our
own account!

In our contriteness, we can also look at the brighter side — the Holy Spirit with
us, a guide to us forever who will teach us all things and remind us of
everything we need to remember from our Lord’s teachings. Another hymn
worthy of Lenten reflection, of which I reproduce a portion here:

Spirit, touch your Church

Stir the hearts of men

Revive us, Lord

With your passion once again

Lord, we humbly come before you
We don’t deserve of you what we ask
But we yearn to see your glory
Restore this dying land

God is able and willing to forgive and restore His people. He wants the
people’s shame to be shouted out for them to repent. He has not left His
people alone to their own devices. He has provided a Counsellor (the Holy
Spirit). The big question is: Do the people reach out their hands to God?

As we chew on the wonders of the seasons, do we give due attention to the

season of the Church or leave it lost in the heap of the new year festivities of
the more pervasive kind in the world? When we pass through a year week
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by week and come before God in liturgical worship, do we really pay
attention to the purpose of the liturgy to guide our spiritual preparation?

From the discussion above, you can see that our Ash Wednesday lection from
the Old Testament does carry a potent message relevant to the season in the
present time. The reading passages are all specially selected to fit the message
of the season. They are not just for show or to fill up empty space in the
bulletin pages. If we use the lections as our personal Bible Study guides
with a seriousness to probe the embedded messages, we will be very much
spiritually enriched as we walk through every season every Church Year.
Every liturgical service will be an occasion for abundant spiritual awakening
instead of being a meaningless experience: “Meaningless! Meaningless!” says
the worshipper who is unaccustomed to liturgical worship. “Utterly
meaningless! Every part of worship is just meaningless recitation ...”

Adopting liturgical worship with the right attitude, Lutherans can pass through
the seasons in a year with consistency of worship in spirit and truth (John
4:23) with focus on God with our Praise, Confession and Prayer; and not
missing out on hearing God’s Word directly from the Bible.

Eich new year brings us new opportunities
to know Him more, to walk in faith,
and grow by His grace.

May your. year be
blessed in the Lord.

If the church were like any worldly organization, it would post ads for
vacancies so that suitable people would apply for the position. As an
example, | have posted 2 job ads above in the “worldly” style.

However the church does not search for people this way. Instead they pray
for the right person (see Acts 1:24) and his qualifications should be according
to 1Timothy 3:

... be above reproach, faithful to his wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable,
hospitable, able to teach, not given to drunkenness, not violent but gentle, not
quarrelsome, not a lover of money. He must manage his own family well and see that
his children obey him, and he must do so in a manner worthy of full respect. He must
not be a recent convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same
judgment as the devil. He must also have a good reputation with outsiders, so that he
will not fall into disgrace and into the devil’s trap.
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
